-	Remove Swing Arms. (Only outer most Spacers will be used when installing new Swing Arms. Ball 
Bearings, Seals, and inner Spacers are included and pre-assembled in new Swing Arms).

-	 Leave Axial Pivot in place.

-	 Install Right Trailing Arm onto Axial Pivot and secure with stock hardware and Outer Spacers.
-	Repeat for Left Trailing Arm.
