- Install Right to Frame with stock hardware; tighten. SuperATV recommends
using Threadlocker on Nuts.

- Secure Right to Ball Joint with stock hardware; do not add Threadlocker.

- Repeat steps for left side installation.
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- Reinstall Wheels and check Camber.
A NEGATIVE CAMBER SETTING OF 1°to 2°I1S RECOMMENDED.

- Tires must have equal air pressure before making adjustments.

- Adjustments to be made after all suspension components have been completely assembled.
- Tires must not be in contact with ground when making adjustments.

- Perform adjustments in small increments.

- If adjustment is needed, disconnect Arms from Knuckle, unscrew Set Screws and
rotate Adapters 180° at a time in or out depending on desired Camber setting.

- Lower machine and settle suspension components by rolling machine back and forth
several feet at a time.

- Check settings and make adjustments as needed.
- Each time an adjustment is made, machine must be rolled back and forth to settle
suspension components.

- Once desired Camber setting is achieved, add supplied Threadlocker to Set Screws
and Adapter. Tighten Set Screws and Jam Nut.
